ELVIA travel insurance

Cancellation and return travel costs

This combined policy covers withdrawal and return travel costs.
Period of cover: minimum three months

Withdrawal costs:
If you have to cancel your planned stay at a language school at short notice on health grounds
(a medical certificate is required), because of a death in the family or a problem with your transport,
this insurance covers the cancellation costs in accordance with Eurocentres’ Standard Terms of
Business.

Return travel costs:
In the event of illness or accident, the costs of transport, either to the nearest local hospital or to a
hospital where you live, are covered.
